companies, separated the revenues of the railway operation from the
fund intended for infrastructure repairs and new railways. The
railways were given a greater possibility of financial autonomy,
which was not fully implemented due to the negative influence of the
Great Depression in 1929. Nevertheless that this act did not result in
expected financial improvement of BDZ, it should be regarded not
only as an example of imposing the conditions of international
financial institutions on Bulgaria, but also as an attempt to follow the
European and world tendencies in railway organization and
management.

In the period between the two world wars the Bulgarian society
faced another challenge in regard to the BDZ development. The
appearance of the road transport as a competitor of the railways,
which in the developed countries happened nearly ten years earlier,
was accompanied with a public discussion finalized by the Act of
Road Transport (1935). Besides creating the regulations of the
newest mode of transport, its purpose was to ensure protection of the
railways against non-loyal competition. The law and the
governmental activities for its implementation aimed at combining
the advantages of freight and passenger transport by rail and road as
well as at modernizing the railways in order to increase their
competitiveness on the transport market in the country.
