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The object of the study is import substitution policy.
The subject of the study is import substitution policy in China and the 

Republic of Belarus.
The purpose of the study is to explore and characterize the structural elements 

of the import substitution policy in China and foreign countries at the national and 
supranational levels, and develop directions for its improvement.

Research methods: comparative analysis, grouping method, estimation of 
specific gravity, graphic.

The results obtained and their novelty: the theoretical foundations of the 
state policy of import substitution were studied; the experience of implementing the 
import substitution policy in individual countries was studied; analyzed the 
implementation of the import substitution policy in China; directions for improving 
the mechanism of import substitution in the Republic of Belarus have been developed 
in the context of China's experience.
