As the researcher Yusupova A. T. believes that using of leasing chan-
nels of advance means for the developer, on the one hand, preservation
of control over operation process, full possession of information, her ac-
count at improvement of a product, i.e. improvement of quality of pro-
duction. On the other hand, it is a possibility of expansion of sales mar-
ket at the expense of the users who don't have financial opportunities or
not risking buying an innovation [1].
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World economy transition to a new qualitative state is directly con-
nected with increase in a role of theoretical knowledge, development of
high-tech industries, process of increase in a share of a services sector,
influence of new information technologies.

Expansion of using knowledge as one of effective production re-
sources and management within the organization leads to high-quality
change of the radical economy bases and societies in general: the first
becomes "knowledge economy”, the second — "knowledge society" [1,
page 32-35]. In such economy, as V. L. Makarov and G. B. Kleyner
note, knowledge acts not only as a factor of production and management,
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but also a production product, a subject of final consumption, means of
the society organization, tezavration means, a subject and means of
transaction [1, page 32-35].

This activity will allow excluding sufficient percent of foreign
"brains" which are presented in the form of innovations today and have a
big share as import in cumulative GDP of the country that significantly
contradicts the economic development in the Republic of Belarus, fo-
cused more on export.
