Lesson 1. Packaging. Generalities

Packaging is the processes (such as cleaning, drying, preserving) and
materials (such as glass, metal, paper or paperboard, plastic) employed to contain,
handle, protect, and/or transport an article.

Packaging is the science, art and technology of enclosing or protecting
products for distribution, storage, sell, and use. Packaging also refers to the process
of designing, evaluating, and producing packages. Packaging can be described as a
coordinated system of preparing goods for transport, warehousing, logistics, sale,
and end use. Packaging contains, protects, preserves, transports, informs, and sells.
In many countries it is fully integrated into government, business, institutional,
industrial and personal use.

Packaging refers to the container or wrapper that holds a product or group of
products. Most commercial packaging serves two basic functions: protecting the
product from damage during shipping, and promoting the product to the ultimate
consumer. Some common types of packaging include shipping cartons, containers
for industrial goods, and bags, boxes, cans, and other holders for consumer
products.

Packaging is of great importance to both sellers and buyers of products. It
can prevent spoiling, breakage, tampering, or theft; enhance convenience in use or
storage; and make products easier to identify. A significant improvement in
packaging can even create a "new" product by expanding the ways in which it can
be used, and thus its potential markets. For example, a soup that is packaged in a
microwavable bowl might suddenly increase its sales to working people.

Today, good package design is regarded as an essential part of successful
business practice. Since many potential customers first notice a new product after it
has arrived on the shelves of a store, it is vital that the packaging provide
consumers with the information they need and motivate them to make a purchase.

But packaging decisions involve a
number of tradeoffs. While making a
product visible and distinctive may be the
top priority, for example, businesses must
also comply with a variety of laws
regarding product labeling and safety.

Protecting products during transport
IS important, but businesses also need to
keep their shipping costs as low as
possible.

According to FMI (Food Marketing Institute), the average supermarket in
the USA holds around 40,000 different items. This nearly $600 billion industry
relies heavily on consumers, distributors, manufacturers and ... graphic designers.

Product packaging, as a graphic design discipline, is an industry itself.
Multinational design agencies like Landor, CBA’a and Coley Porter Bell employ
hundreds of designers who focus almost entirely on creating strong brands
through packaging design and branding.

1. Clarity and simplicity

Next time you go to a supermarket, pick a random shelf and browse through
some products. Glance at each and ask yourself two very simple questions:

1. What’s this product for?

2. What’s the brand behind it?

You will be amazed how hard it is to find answers to some of these essential
questions in less than 4 seconds, which is the maximum time average consumer
will dedicate to any particular product on the shelf.

You’ll find products listing dozen of benefits with no clear brand name.
You’ll find products that look great on the outside yet fail to explain what’s in the
box. You might even find cleaning products in packaging more appropriate for
kids juices.

Although some product categories allow for a bit of mystery (think perfumes
and luxuries), failing to identify the product in terms of content, usage or brand
identity is a horrible practice which usually results in a packaging design which
doesn’t perform well in stores.

So remember rule number one: be clear about the product, be clear about
the brand.

2. Honesty

Beginners in packaging design, and I’m talking both clients and designers,
often strive to depict the product in the most perfect way imaginable. They will
show a cookie drenched in chocolate, when in fact you’re buying a simple
chocolate flavored biscuit. They’ll show rich, fresh cherries on fruit yogurt with
little fruit content.

By depicting a product ten times better than it actually is, you’re misleading
and ultimately disappointing the consumer, which only leads to poor sales
performance and very bad brand image.

This is where honesty comes in. Consumers have nothing against simple,
inexpensive products, as long as they know what they’re buying! Of course they
expect “face lifting” to some degree but not to a point where product appears to be
something entirely different.

As a designer, your task is to represent the product in the best way possible
but keep in mind that consumers — you included — deserve to be treated right.

3. Authenticity

Originality, character and memorability are at the heart of great brands and
of course, great packaging designs.

It’s easy to understand why there are hundreds of products out there, all
competing for consumers’ attention. The only way to set your brand apart is to be
different, to be authentic.

Because this is truly a matter of creativity and exploration, it’s impossible to
give advice on how to “be authentic”, especially nowadays when people are faced
with myriad of brands, looks and appeals.

If you're stuck with a generic looking packaging design then apply an
uncommon design style with strong “visual standards”.

For example, if everybody is going for product photography, use illustration
or type-based design. If everybody is using a horizontal layout, reach for vertical.
If most designs are rather contemporary, try introducing something retro with
focus on quality appeal.

Be bold, be different and look into other product categories for unexpected
sources of inspiration — spirit label designs can be a great way to brainstorm ideas
for that new chocolate packaging project.

This demanding design area requires more than a good eye, so let’s see
what makes and breaks good packaging design.

4. Shelf impact

From a shopper’s point of view, a product is never seen alone and never in
great detail. Because of the viewing distance from shelves and the fact that
products are arranged in rows and columns, all we see are veritable patterns made
of various products. It’s not until a certain pattern attracts our attention that we
decide to take a closer look.

This distinctiveness and appeal of the product when placed on an actual
shelf is something retailers call “shelf impact,” and it makes a huge difference in
product sales.

Shelf impact is something you need to test and explore in your designs. You
can do this by imitating the placement of your design on an actual shelf and
surround it by other products (for best results, use several rows and columns of
each product). The more distinctive it looks, the better it sells.

Note: you will be amazed at the results — sometimes the best looking design
will simply blend in and become invisible, while more simple designs “pop” in this
environment.

5. Extensibility

A product packaging design concept should allow for an easy introduction of
a new line extension (product variation) or a sub-brand.

For example, imagine you’re creating a packaging for new brand of apple
juice. You and your client opt for a certain design featuring apples which looks
really great. However, a few months later, the client decides to launch a cherry
flavor under the same brand name.

To your dismay, you understand that the initial design concept you created
heavily relies on apples to work and that cherries will not look nearly as good.
Plus, cherries have some benefits to be communicated on the front panel, which
works against your idea. You have a problem with extensibility.

To avoid this, you should always design product packaging with the future
in mind. This means creating a visually systematic design which allows for easy
changes of product visual or other information, so you get a fine looking family of
products in the end.
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7. Practicality

Practicality deals with the actual shape, size and functionality of the product
container, not just the label or wrap. The more practical the product, the more sales
it gets — when Heinz turned the ketchup bottle upside down, sales skyrocketed.

Practicality is the most overlooked aspect of packaging design, simply
because clients often pick the “tried and true” route which is a lost opportunity for
innovation. But if you get lucky and do get a chance to design the next bottle, box
or a cup, always think practicality first — or in most cases, how you can make the
product easier to use, carry or store.

Practicality alone can solve many of the packaging design challenges.

Lesson 1. Short history of packaging

Packaging as we know it today is the result of a long development process. It
IS the product of continuous research aimed at finding better methods of packaging
the various goods we use, including our food, in order to ensure the best protection
for them.

The first packages used the
natural materials available at the time:
baskets of reeds, wineskins, wooden
boxes, pottery vases, ceramic
amphorae, wooden barrels, woven
bags, etc. Processed materials were
used to form packages as they were
developed: for example, early glass
and bronze vessels. The study of old
packages is an important aspect of
archaeology.

The -earliest recorded use of
paper for packaging dates back to
1035, when a Persian traveler visiting
markets in  Cairo noted that
vegetables, spices and hardware were wrapped in paper for the customers after
they were sold.

The functions of modern day packaging go beyond containing, protecting
and preserving products. It also includes functions to communicate, promote and
transact products. Packaging provides several visceral cues designed to affect
consumers perception of the product and influence their behavior.

These functions are considered normal today, but it took over 150 years for
product packaging to evolve into a carefully designed artifact that integrates
multiple functions of commerce into a thin film wrapped around products.
Growing competition and continuous technological innovations have shaped the
evolution of packaging since 1860s.

Iron and tin plated steel were used to make cans in the early 19th century.
Paperboard cartons and corrugated fiberboard boxes were first introduced in the
late 19th century.

As of 2003, the packaging sector accounted for about two percent of the
gross national product in developed countries. About half of this market was
related to food packaging.

Lesson 2. Rudimentary Forms of Packaging®

A study of the evolution of packaging is inextricably linked to the evolution
of consumption habits, in particular, and of society as a whole.
In the rural society which prevailed until the industrial revolution of the 19"
century, packaging was as rudimentary as the living
conditions of the time. Packaging was often
standardized and could be used for a number of
different purposes: transporting food, wood or tools.
The role of packaging was just to ensure the
conservation and transportation of products. There
were considerable losses of resources. The individual
was not a consumer but a user of resources that were
essential for survival.
In early days, food was consumed where it was
found. Families and villages were self-sufficient,
making and catching what they used. When
containers were needed, nature provided gourds,
shells, and leaves to use. Later, containers were
fashioned from natural materials, such as hollowed
logs, woven grasses and animal organs.
Fabrics descended from furs used as primitive
clothing. Fibers were matted into felts by plaiting or weaving. These fabrics were
made into garments, used to wrap products or formed into bags. With the weaving
process, grasses, and later reeds, were made into baskets to store food surpluses.

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But it is now clear that these first forms of packaging were very rudimentary, and
not always hygienic.

As ores and compounds were discovered, metals and pottery were
developed, leading to other packaging forms.

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Lesson 3. 20th century

There can be no doubt that the 20th century is one of the most remarkable in
human history for its previously unparalleled rate of technological advances and
scientific discoveries, a rate that continues to this day. In fact, there were so many
new gadgets invented and discoveries made in the last century.

Packaging advancements in the early 20th century included Bakelite
closures on bottles, transparent cellophane overwraps and panels on cartons,
increased processing efficiency and improved food safety. As additional materials
such as aluminum and several types of plastic were developed, they were
incorporated into packages to improve performance and functionality.

Many prominent innovations in the packaging industry were developed first
for military use. Some military supplies are packaged in the same commercial
packaging used for general industry. Other military packaging must transport
materiel, supplies, foods, etc. under severe distribution and storage conditions.

Packaging problems encountered in World War Il led to Military Standard
or "mil spec” regulations being applied to packaging, which was then designated
"military specification packaging”. As a prominent concept in the military, mil
spec packaging officially came into being around 1941, due to operations in
Iceland experiencing critical losses, ultimately attributed to bad packaging. In most
cases, mil spec packaging
solutions (such as barrier
materials, field rations,
antistatic bags, and various
shipping crates) are similar
to  commercial grade
packaging materials, but
subject to more stringent
performance and quality
requirements.

In-plant  recycling
has long been common for producing packaging materials. Post-consumer
recycling of aluminum and paper-based products has been economical for many
years: since the 1980s, post-consumer recycling has increased due to curbside
recycling, consumer awareness, and regulatory pressure.

The rise of digital technologies in later half of 20th century allowed
businesses to scale rapidly and become global. With unprecedented competition,
packaging came to be the way of differentiating product on the shelf. As much as
packaging has become essential to the business, it is also recognized as a threat to
the environment. And hence much research continues not just to find new
materials, but also to find optimal and sustainable solutions.

You can take your pick as to whether Robert Opie is a consumer historian or
a supermarket archaeologist, but after writing some twenty books and appearing on
endless television and radio shows, he has become a leading authority on his
subject. Perhaps less well known is his passion for the history of ancillary subjects,
from entertainment and transport to toys and communication.

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Unit 3. PACKAGING MATERIALS

Lesson 1. Paper and Cardboard

The most important packaging supply is the box itself. Cardboard boxes are
the most common type of box used for moving and even some storage. They are
designed to be strong, lightweight, and disposable. You can find these boxes
available at many packaging, shipping or even convenient stores in all sizes.

Cardboard boxes are typically inexpensive so they can be very cost effective
when looking to move or store items. In the case of moving, boxes may be
damaged and by using cardboard you can easily shrug it off. If you are using
cardboard boxes the next important supply is the packaging tape. Whether
unfolding and building a new box that has been purchased or reinforcing a box that
has been used before, tape is a valuable part of anyone's packaging needs.

There are many types of packaging tape for sale. The choice is up to the
buyer. The only thing that really matters with tape is how well it's going to hold the
box closed. Reinforce the seals on the box as an extra precaution to prevent the
contents from spilling out. Papers and boards are available in many variations. For
use in retail environment, coated (one side or double-sided) paperboard or card is
the material of choice. For wholesale packaging and shipping, a stronger material
must be used.

The most common material for this purpose is corrugated fiberboard.
Although there are many variations available, the most common types are: single-
faced corrugated board, which is flexible and can be wrapped around product, and
in ascending order of strength and rigidity single-, double-, and triple-wall
corrugated board. Also frequently used for packaging is chipboard, which is made
from waste paper and mostly grey in color. The flexibility of the chipboard
depends on its thickness, but generally this material is more likely to crack when
folded than corrugated fibreboard of comparable thickness. Because of its color
and rough, absorbent surface, it is not very suitable for printing.

Naturally, the outline of a package design needs to be die-cut. Furthermore,
to reduce the stress that folding puts on paperboard, it must be scored (or creased)
before being folded. There are some variations to full cuts and scores: the partial
cut which does not penetrate completely through the board, but not continuously;
and the cut-crease, in which cutting and creasing is alternated.

Recycling glass is easy,
saves an incredible amount of raw materials, lessens the
demand for energy and cuts CO, emissions. This article
covers some of the most striking advantages of glass as a
packaging material.

The biggest advantage of glass lies in its ability to be
recycled endlessly without any quality loss whatever. An
estimated 80% of recovered glass containers are made into
new glass bottles, making it one of the most
environmentally friendly packaging materials around.

Other remarkable facts and figures about glass packaging

Glass cuts CO, emissions considerably: for every six tons of recycled glass
used a ton of carbon dioxide is reduced.

Glass is made from non-toxic and readily available raw materials — silica,
sand, soda ash, limestone and up to 70 percent recycled glass —and therefore
totally safe for use in the food industry. Furthermore, glass is impermeable so the
taste of the product is always 100 percent preserved in a glass container.

Over a ton of natural resources are saved for every ton of glass recycled.

Recycled glass is substituted for up to 95% of raw materials.

Recycling 1,000 tons of glass creates slightly over 8 jobs.

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The disadvantages of glass

As for the drawbacks it’s true that glass jars and bottles take up a lot of
space and need to be transported back to the recycling plant after use, yet glass also
saves raw materials (over a ton of natural resources are conserved for every ton of
glass recycled) and reduces the demand for energy by 2-3 percent. Incidentally,
technological developments in recent years have resulted in a significant weight
drop: today’s glass containers are over 40 percent lighter than 20 years ago.

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Lesson3. The advantages and disadvantages of plastic
packaging

Despite popular belief plastic packaging is not always the worst choice from
an environmental viewpoint. In fact, plastic has some benefits other materials
generally believed to be eco-friendly, glass to name one, lack. While both materials
can be recycled, in reality over forty percent of the plastic made is recycled every
year, while only twenty percent of the glass containers are recycled. This and other
benefits of plastic will be the focus of this article.

Plastic debris is a huge threat

A lot of research has been conducted on the impact of plastic on the
environment and it goes without saying that packaging waste is a huge problem.
Plastic debris poses a huge threat to our eco system, filling up our oceans and
poisoning wildlife. Yet, manufacturers still choose plastic over glass in many
cases. Why is that? As it turns out, it’s not simply a matter of cost-saving.

Plastic is more flexible than glass

As you’d expect a lot of factors have to be taken into account when deciding
what packaging materials to use for a product. Things like shape, weight,
recyclability and cost all have to be addressed. Take the food industry, for instance,
where PET and other plastic containers are still widely used. One of the biggest
benefits of plastic here is its flexibility. While glass can be shaped to contain a
whole range of different products, plastic has even more possibilities. Apart from
bottles, plastic can be molded into all kinds of shapes — and quite easily so — such
as canisters, trays and containers.

Transportation and storing plastic

Additionally, plastic packaging generally takes up less space than glass,
allowing more products to be stored within the same room. Plastic is also much
lighter than glass, a benefit consumers who are prone to buy in bulk greatly
appreciate. Finally, the weight and space issue is a big deal from a logistics
perspective as more items can be crammed into one truck.

Plastic takes up less energy to recycle

Then there’s the question of recyclability. Both glass and plastic containers
can be recycled, yet in reality glass is recycled less than plastic packaging. Why?
Because glass generally requires more energy to be recycled. The Glass Packaging
Institute notes that recycling glass uses 66 percent of the energy it would take to
manufacture new glass on average, while plastic only requires 10 percent of the
energy it takes to produce new plastic.

Conclusion?

That’s not to say that plastic is always the best choice for manufacturers,
though. However you put it, plastic remains a toxic product that undeniably
impacts our environment. Clearly, society in general, and the packaging world in
particular, still need to take a few steps forward to solve this huge problem.

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Lesson 4. Reusing, recycling and upcycling

What’s the difference?

Recycling is a key component of modern
reduction and is the third component of the
"Reduce, Reuse, Recycle" waste (Ref.). hierarchy.

To reuse is to use an item again after it has
been used. This includes conventional reuse where
the item is used again for the same function, and
new-life reuse where it is used for a different
function.

Recycling is processing used materials (waste) into new products to prevent
waste of potentially useful materials, reduce the consumption of fresh raw
materials, reduce energy usage, reduce air pollution (from incineration) and water
pollution (from landfilling) by reducing the need for “conventional" waste
disposal, and lower greenhouse gas emissions as compared to virgin production.

In contrast, recycling is the breaking down of the used item into raw
materials which are used to make new items. By taking useful products and
exchanging them, without reprocessing, reuse help save time, money, energy, and
resources. In broader economic terms, reuse offers quality products to people and
organizations with limited means, while generating jobs and business activity that
contribute to the economy.

Upcycling, the solution to our waste problem?

Plastic bottles are the number one waste problem of our time. In America,
for instance, 50 billion plastic water bottles were used last year, while only 23
percent were recycled, meaning more than 38 billion bottles are wasted each year!
It’s clear that we need to keep on recycling but there are other options. Have you
heard of upcycling?

What is upcycling?

According to Wikipedia ‘upcycling’ is “the process of converting waste
materials or useless products into new materials or products of better quality or for
better environmental value.” In other words: you take a piece of trash and use it to
create something new and improved. The big win, of course, is that you’re saving
waste.

How upcycling could help save the waste problem

Plastic bottles, for one, are great to create all kinds of neat things. Before we
give you 5 of the best upcycle ideas, here are some more statistics to convince you
of the urgency of our plastic bottle problem.

Making bottles to meet America’s demand for bottled water uses more than
17 million barrels of oil annually, enough to fuel 1.3 million cars for a year.

The energy we waste using bottled water would be enough to power 190,000
homes. Last year, the average American used 167 disposable water bottles, but
only recycled 38. The recommended eight glasses of water a day, at U.S. tap rates
equals about $.49 per year; that same amount of bottled water is about $1,400.

Lesson 1. Packaging types

Packaging may be looked at as being of several different types. For example
a transport package or distribution package can be the shipping container used to
ship, store, and handle the product or inner packages. Some identify a consumer
package as one which is directed toward a consumer or household.

Packaging may be described in relation to the type of product being
packaged: medical device packaging, bulk chemical packaging, over-the-counter
drug packaging, retail food packaging, military materiel packaging, pharmaceutical
packaging, etc.

It is sometimes convenient to categorize packages by layer or function:
"primary", "secondary", etc.

Primary packaging is the material that first envelops the product and holds
it. This usually is the smallest unit of distribution or use and is the package which
IS in direct contact with the contents.

Secondary packaging is outside the primary packaging, perhaps used to
group primary packages together.

Tertiary packaging is used for bulk handling, warehouse storage and
transport shipping. The most common form is a palletized unit load that packs
tightly into containers.

These broad categories can be somewhat arbitrary. For example, depending
on the use, a shrink wrap can be primary packaging when applied directly to the
product, secondary packaging when combining smaller packages, and tertiary
packaging on some distribution packs.

Lesson 2. Developments in the field of packaging®

A special journal even published a headline "Intelligent packaging holds the
future in its hands". Statements like this had to be clarified. And so it was
necessary to point out that although the picture of packaging has changed in the
last three decades, primarily because of a wider range of products and packaging
materials, the protective function of packaging is just as important as ever — like
the rationalization and information functions.

However, developments in the last few decades have been governed by
increasingly better fulfillment of the fundamental requirements imposed on that
packaging that was in use two to three decades ago, even though the concepts for
active packaging were presented for the first time 40 to 60 years ago in the special
press. In fact, the term "functionally programmable packaging” was coined 40
years ago at the Institute for Commodity Science of the University of Leipzig.

The fact that existing studies on developments in the field of packaging only
give individual indications for strategic decisions is due to several different
reasons. The main reason is inadequate observation of the framework conditions
for possible envelopments. In this respect, the following points are particularly
important:

According to the Gesellschaft fur Konsumforschung
in Nurnberg, however, only 4 percent of the registered products are actually new
ones.

The demand for scientifically validated information on the possibilities and
limits of developments in the field of packaging is being raised for various reasons
at present. For instance, packaging manufacturers need arguments for plans and
strategic decisions. And packaging users need an orientation aid for decisions
relating to the use of packaging in their production processes. In the retail trade,
this information is primarily helpful for listing decisions.

Lesson 3. Developments in Fresh Produce Packaging

Fresh produce can be seen as one of the most important commodities of the
food market. And only growing in importance, as more and more consumers opt
for fresh and minimally processed food.

As an example we take the Scots. Scots are purchasing more fresh fruits and
vegetables than other Britons. A study shows that Scots are more likely to cook
fresh foods at home, buy fresh foods and choose food because of its healthiness
than those south of the border.

According to the research Scots appear to be happy to spend more of their
cash on organic food, being 9% more likely to do so than those in Britain as a
whole. Fruit is particularly popular with Scottish kids, with 23% of fruit being
eaten because it is “a favourite,” up from 15% in 2010. Children also consumed 11
million more servings of fruit last year than they did in 2010.

But the popularity of fresh produce also has its seamy side. It has been
estimated that up to 25% of food is thrown away within the supply chain from
grower to retailer to in-home. Vegetables and then fruit are the main contenders. In
Germany, for example, where fresh produce is very popular, the consumers throw
out nearly 82 kilos of food every year, including fruits and vegetables that they
deem as unattractive in appearance.

This translates in almost 11 million tonnes of wasted food nationally each
year. 60% of this, according to a study, comes from private households, 17% from
restaurants, schools, cafes and the like and another 17% from industry. The
remainder can be accounted for by retail wastage.

Everybody who claims that packaging is a waste of resources, has to take a
look at the waste figures of fresh produce and multiply that, in case packaging
should be eliminated. Many packaging companies, universities and research
institute are concentrating their efforts on packaging material that will improve and
extend the shelf-life and freshness of fresh produce. It is the only way to reduce the
exorbitant quantity of fruits and vegetables thrown away.
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But it isn’t only waste. While fresh fruit and vegetable consumption is linked
to a plethora of health benefits, it can also be a source of foodborne illness.

Globally, there has been an increase
in the number of outbreaks of
foodborne illness associated with
fresh foodstuffs, and in particular
ready-to-eat fruit and vegetables.
The fresh-cut industry is
heavily dependent on chlorine as one
of the most effective sanitizers to
assure the safety of their produce.
However, in light of concerns
about the environmental and health

risks associated with the formation of carcinogenic disinfection by-products, there
Is increasing pressure on the industry to eliminate chlorine from the disinfection
process. The use of chlorine for the disinfection of fresh produce is currently
banned in some countries, such as Germany and Switzerland. In any case
recontamination of the washed produce by pathogens poses a risk even after
washing with chlorine, as they grow faster on cleaned produce.

Lesson 4. The purposes of packaging and package labels

Packaging and package labeling have several objectives:

e Physical protection. — The objects enclosed in the package may require
protection from, among other things, mechanical shock, vibration, electrostatic
discharge, compression, temperature, etc.

e Barrier protection. — A barrier from oxygen, water vapor, dust, etc., is
often required. Permeation is a critical factor in design. Some packages contain
desiccants or Oxygen absorbers to help extend shelf life. Modified atmospheres or
controlled atmospheres are also maintained in some food packages. Keeping the
contents clean, fresh, sterile and safe for the intended shelf life is a primary
function.

e Containment or agglomeration. — Small objects are typically grouped
together in one package for reasons of efficiency. For example, a single box of
1000 pencils requires less physical handling than 1000 single pencils. Liquids,
powders, and granular materials need containment.

e Information transmission. — Packages and labels communicate how to use,
transport, recycle, or dispose of the package or product. With pharmaceuticals,
food, medical, and chemical products, some types of information are required by
governments. Some packages and labels also are used for track and trace purposes.

e Marketing. — The packaging and labels can be used by marketers to
encourage potential buyers to purchase the product. Package graphic design and
physical design have been important and constantly evolving phenomenon for
several decades. Marketing communications and graphic design are applied to the
surface of the package and (in many cases) the point of sale display.

e Security. — Packaging can play an important role in reducing the security
risks of shipment. Packages can be made with improved tamper resistance to deter
tampering and also can have tamper-evident features to help indicate tampering.
Packages can be engineered to help reduce the risks of package pilferage: Some
package constructions are more resistant to pilferage and some have pilfer
indicating seals. Packages may include authentication seals and use security
printing to help indicate that the package and contents are not counterfeit. Packages
also can include anti-theft devices, such as dye-packs, RFID tags, or electronic
article surveillance tags that can be activated or detected by devices at exit points
and require specialized tools to deactivate. Using packaging in this way is a means
of loss prevention.

e Convenience. — Packages can have features that add convenience in
distribution, handling, stacking, display, sale, opening, reclosing, use, dispensing,
reuse, recycling, and ease of disposal.

e Portion control. — Single serving or single dosage packaging has a precise
amount of contents to control usage. Bulk commodities (such as salt) can be
divided into packages that are a more suitable size for individual households. It is
also aids the control of inventory: selling sealed one-liter-bottles of milk, rather
than having people bring their own bottles to fill themselves.

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Lesson 5. Despatch of Goods: Packing and Marking®’

Nothing is more infuriating to a buyer than to find his goods damaged or
partly lost on arrival. The buyer has a right to expect his goods to reach him in a
perfect condition and the seller has to organize the despatch of goods in such a way
that the problems which might occur during the transit should be as less serious as
possible. The important assets of export distribution are packing and marking.

Packing is intended to protect goods from all types of different hazards.
Cargo in transit may be threatened by natural phenomena or by man-made
problems which include pilferage. The damage to a consignment of goods may
also be caused by its proximity to another shipment. So the general aim in all
packing is not only to make the goods secure during the journey, but at the same
time to make the package as small and light as possible. Transport costs on land
usually depend on the weight but on the sea the size of the package is also
significant.

To handle the problems that face export despatches, in many large export
firms special departments for export packing have been established and the whole
problem is under regular control. They also may employ a forwarding agent to do
packing for them.

Some countries require the name of the country of origin, of the goods to
be marked on each package, others — weights and dimensions or both.

(c) Special directions or warnings. Here you will find some special
instructions regarding manner of handling, loading, lifting and various warnings
both for the owner's and the carrier's benefit.

The Principle

The Fillmaster 5000 is a very versatile, heavy duty piston type filling machine. This
model fills from water thin to highly viscous products as well as those containing large
vegetables or particles. This model has a 3-way valve with sanitary quick disconnect fittings for
the hopper, cylinder and nozzle.

The delivery sector is not exactly the most sustainable industry out there,
isn’t it? Still, delivery companies who want to stay ahead of the game acknowledge
the importance modern consumers attach to sustainability. Take myHermes, for
instance. Constantly searching for new ways to make its organization as green as
possible, the delivery company recently came up with a brilliant new concept:
carbon-negative mailing bags. Did you think eco-
friendly packaging materials couldn’t possibly get any
more sustainable than recyclable paper bags? Think
again!

So, what’s in the carbon-negative bag?

MyHermes’ carbon-negative bag is the
brainchild of Duo UK, a Manchester-based packaging
manufacturer. The bag is produced using Green PE: a
plant-based thermoplastic resin made from sugarcane
extracts. While carbon-neutral packaging materials
simply don’t add to carbon emissions, myHermes’
carbon-negative mailing bags take it a step further,
actively taking carbon out of the atmosphere.

According to Duo UK, each kilogram of Green PE
saves nearly 3 kilograms of CO..

Sacrificing profit for sustainable packaging

While manufacturing carbon-negative
packaging materials sounds relatively simple, a
spokesperson at Hermes assured the press that this is
not the case. Developing Green PE takes time and dedication (and, hence,
significant investment), and myHermes is the first company to have come up with
a cost-effective Green PE production process. Still, carbon-negative bags come at a
higher price than regular mailing bags. Consequently, in order to maintain their
reputation of being the cheapest, myHermes had to reduce their profit margin.

The fight against carbon emissions continues

Carbon-negative mailing bags are not the only initiative Hermes has
launched in a bid to reduce carbon emissions. “As well as the packaging, we have
implemented initiatives across our network such as LED lighting schemes, driver
training programmes and vehicle route efficiency plans”, a spokesperson informed
us. Already having reduced its CO, level by 32 percent since 2008, Hermes hopes
to reach a target of 50 percent less emissions by 2020.

Sustainable packaging is becoming more innovative and popular as we
speak. Packaging designers and manufacturers are always on the lookout for the
most recent technological innovations to boost their sustainable packaging designs,
making them safer, more efficient and — last but not least — even greener. In this
article we discuss some of the latest innovative sustainable packaging materials we
believe will soon take the packaging industry by storm.

1. Chill Buddy: lightweight insulation material

Chill Buddy is a lightweight insulation material that offers a green
alternative to not-so-sustainable expanded polystyrene (EPS) foam. Although
currently only used to manufacture cooler bags, experts are confident that the Chill
Buddy insulation technology will soon be used in packaging applications as well.

2. Micro-fibrillated cellulose

Made of plant waste and stiffer yet lighter than carbon fiber or glass, micro-
fibrillated cellulose (MFC) is a sustainable material that makes packaging stronger
while creating an oxygen and moisture barrier. Adding as little as 1 percent of
MFC to an existing substrate already improves a packaging’s performance 15 to 20
percent.

3. Molded fiber printing technology

Molded fiber packaging is nothing new ... But it
just got a whole lot more sustainable thanks to a new
printing technology that makes it possible to print high-
resolution coloured graphics directly on the packaging,
making labels and secondary packaging in many cases
redundant.

4. Aqueous barrier coatings

Improvements in the field of aqueous barrier
coating technology present a great alternative to
laminated packaging materials. Contrary to laminated
structures, the latest aqueous barrier coatings are sustainable and recyclable.

5. Micro-patterned packaging materials

Micro-patterning, a new technology by Hoowaki, is currently being used to
make cups for hot beverages easier to hold. Micro-patterning provides a better
grip, has an insulating effect and slows down condensation.

6. The Safe-Bag Project

Building upon existing research into the use of non-thermal plasma
technology for the in-pack decontamination of food products undertaken by Purdue
University and project partner Dublin Institute of Technology, the Safe-Bag project
will develop an alternative technology.

The €2.4 million EU-funded project aims to reduce microbes on fresh
produce ensuring that technology does not affect the nutritional properties, texture
or taste of the packaged fruit and vegetables.

It’s that treating fresh produce is more difficult in comparison to foods such
as milk where you can use heat. The Safe-Bag approach is to package fresh
produce inside any type of plastic packaging and then pass that package through a
dielectric plasma discharge. The system uses plasma within the bag for a very short
period of time, and make active species within the bag, which inactivate the
bacteria. Plasma (an energetic ionized gas) is widely used for industrial materials
processing, and has shown promise as a decontamination for food contact surfaces.

The Safe-Bag project aims at developing a novel continuous in-pack
decontamination system for fresh-cut produce. A prototype of the system will be
built and tested at fresh fruit and vegetable processing to its performance under
industrial conditions. Extensive laboratory trials will be carried out to validate the
anti-microbial efficacy of the system at industrial scale, to confirm there are no
changes in the nutritional and quality parameters of treated produce and to
determine its shelf-life.

As for the time being we are faced with fruits washed in chlorine and might
have residues of pesticides, we have to find a way to securely wash the apple
before we take a bite.
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7. 4 popular packaging materials: how recyclable are they?

Today’s consumer is a green consumer. In other words, the more sustainable
the product, the better it sells. With this in mind, companies all over the world are
adding green symbols and hues to their packaging designs in a bid to communicate
to their customers just how green their enterprise and their products are. They are
also increasingly including stories about their sustainability efforts in the
packaging design, but many forget to point out that they use recyclable packaging
materials.

The most popular recyclable packaging materials

Many popular packaging materials such as plastic, glass, paper, ... are
become more recyclable — and are being recycled more and more — each day. Let’s
talk numbers!

1. Glass packaging

Research conducted by the Glass Packaging Institute has shown that about
80 percent of all glass packaging recovered for recycling is used to create new
packaging. So far, the average glass container is made of 33 percent recycled
material, but this number is expected to increase to 50 percent in the near future.

2. PET bottles polyethylene terephthalate

Although glass is and always will be a popular recyclable packaging
material, some experts believe that PET bottles will soon take over from glass
bottles (yes, even for wine packaging). This is because PET bottles weigh less and
therefore have a considerably smaller carbon footprint. To give you an idea,
replacing one billion glass bottles with PET bottles would result in 90,000 tons less
carbon monoxide. PET bottles are also more convenient than glass bottles when it
comes to palletization.

3. Cardboard packaging

The amount of cardboard packaging recovered for recycling has doubled
since 1990. Of the 27 million tons of packaging material that’s recovered annually
in the U.S., cardboard accounts for a whopping 71 percent.

4. Flexible packaging

Flexible packaging is all the rage. It’s no wonder, really, if you consider how
practical it is for the consumer in terms of opening and reclosing, and how
economical for business in terms of shipping (because it weighs up to 70 percent
less than rigid packaging).
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8. It’sFresh! Extends the shelf life of fruit

British retail group Marks & Spencer introduced an advanced new
packaging design for its fruit products. The system is similar to that introduced last
year by British supermarket chain Tesco. It’sFresh! was commercially adopted last
year after extensive trialling on berries. Tesco will be the first retailer to confirm
that the apparent benefits from a successful series of simulation tests will be
transferred to the storeckiiax and home environments.

It has been developed and brought to market in the UK by It’sFresh Ltd, the
UK subsidiary of Food Freshness Technology, claiming that it is 100 times more
effective than any similar existing materials.

The technology is a food grade non-woven 8 cm by 4.5cm) coated with a
high tech mixture of minerals and clays allows for removal of endogenous ethylene
in fruit and vegetables to below physiologically active levels, thus reducing
spoilage.

Laura Howes wrote in the Chemistry World an explanation: “The packaging
apparently uses an 8cm x 4.5cm strip that contains ‘a patented mixture of clay and
other minerals that absorb ethylene. Ethylene, or as we chemists tend to refer to it,
ethene, is the smallest possible alkene and a well-known plant hormone involved in
the ripening of fruit. It’s why the trick of putting a ripe banana in a bag with unripe
fruit will ripen it. I haven’t found the patent from the firm involved, but we can
make some educated guesses about how this works.

Clay is an aluminosilicate with a large volume, so perhaps what we’re
talking about something akin to a zeolite, with a large surface area for the gaseous
ethene to adsorb onto. And as for the other minerals, perhaps the pores are
impregnated with some antibacterial agent, like silver, to keep the fruit extra fresh.
That’d be my guess”.

9. The psychology of color in food packaging

More than 90 percent of shoppers make snap judgments about products
based on color alone. In other words, the psychology of color greatly impacts our
behavior in-store. Red, for instance, triggers our appetite more than any other hue
by stimulating our emotional responses and memory triggers. Red is, however, also
the color that implies danger in most cultures across the globe. How then can food
packaging designers and brands use color to boost sales?

Colors trigger emotions that influence the shopping behavior

It’s no secret that color is an important factor when buying groceries. Certain
colors look more attractive than others, yet they also trigger emotional responses
consumers might not be fully aware of. It’s your job as a packaging designer to use
the psychology of color to get the best results.

The most important colors for food packaging designers:
Red
e universally used in food marketing

Yellow

e typically used for hearty and satisfying foods

There is more to food packaging than color

It may appear that designing effective food packaging is merely a matter of
selecting the right color — preferably red — to create the corresponding effect with
your customers. Evidently, there is more to food packaging design than that.
Originality and practicality of the package, for instance, are two important factors
to take into account too, apart from the color. Package design requires an amount
of artistry, if you like, no psychological study is able to replace.

10. Developments in Wood-Fibre Based Packaging Material

In the recent weeks we have seen some very interesting developments in
packaging material based on wood fibres. Packaging material made from wood
fibres belongs to the oldest packaging materials known to mankind.

From the whole range of wood-fibre based packaging material, cellulose
film is the oldest transparent packaging product. It was first marketed in the USA
in the 1920’s as cellophane. It was the most popular packaging film used until the
1960’°s when polyolefin based products began to dominate the packaging market.

In the more environmentally-conscious marketplace of today, cellulose film
IS returning to popularity because it is on average 94% from renewable raw
materials. Unlike the man-made polymers in plastics, which are largely derived
from petroleum, cellulose films are manufactured from a natural polymer,
cellulose, which is a component of plants and trees. The raw material for cellulose
film that is used today is a renewable virgin wood-pulp, often sourced from
plantations following sustainable forestry principles.

That’s all nothing new and even an old story, except that the keyword here is
“virgin”. The recent developments I want to highlight today are all three not
related to virgin wood fibres, but to the waste of the paper mills and forestry
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industry. In other words sourced from by-products such as wood fibres and tree
oils and even cellulose sludge. All transformed into packaging material.

Aalto University and VTT Technical Research Centre, both from Finland,
developed a wood-based material with properties like plastic, suitable to be used as
packaging material. These include food packaging, where the material — nano-
fibrillated cellulose film (NFC) — can help increase the shelf life of a product.

11. Wood fibre bioplastic packaging

It is generally estimated that 30-50% of all (petroleum based) plastics in
Europe are used for packaging. As a result there is increasing pressure on the
packaging industry to develop environmentally sustainable materials.

The use of by-products from the forest and paper-industry in food
packaging is low-cost and can act as an alternative to petroleum resources.

Biodegradable plastic food packaging, made using up to 25% wood fibres,
could soon be available, as a result of the EU-funded Bio-Based Composite
Development project. The FORBIOPLAST project was set up to develop
biodegradable food packaging using by-products from the forestry and paper-
industry such as wood fibres and tree oils.

However, there is more development needed in relation to food packaging
technology as there are still limitations with high pressure processing (HPP) and
long storage. But in time the researchers believe this technology can replace the
traditional retortable tray.

One product being tested is made using biodegradable polyactic acid (PLA)
and 25% wood fibres. Tests are on-going to assess the migration qualities and
safety of the material for use with food.

Tests have also been conducted with higher levels of wood fibres, but
researchers found that “the result became too brittle”.

The project is also looking to develop an eco-friendly fish crate using
polyurethane made with wood fibres and tall oil — tree oil obtained as a by-product
of paper production.

Once research and development has been completed, the technology will be
passed on to Hungarian and Romanian packaging companies.
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12. Nano-fibres made of cellulose sludge

Researchers from Lulea University of Technology in Sweden have
succeeded in recycling cellulose sludge for production of cellulose nano-fibres, and
have now proven it to be an economic and environmental success.

A few years ago, cellulose industries in Sweden, disposed some of their
waste as sludge into the ocean. It is now prohibited, and the sludge is stored in
large tanks on land. This particular cellulose sludge makes it possible, to produce,
so far, the most profitable production of cellulose nano-fibres from bio-residue
products. The yield of the manufacture of cellulose nano-fibres from the sludge is
95%, compared with cellulose nano-fibre production from wood chips 48%, lignin
residues 48%, carrot residues 20%, barley 14% and grass 13%.

For example, at one single cellulose manufacturer, Domsj0 Fabrikerna in
Sweden, a producer of special cellulose, which is used to in the manufacturing of
viscose fibres, causes one thousand tons of sludge as a residue each year. In the
current situation the sludge is not re-used.

Professor Kristilna Oksman explains: “The separation of cellulose nano-
fibres from bio-residues is energy demanding but when we separate the waste from
Doms;jo, the energy consumption is lower. The special cellulose from Domsjo has
a very small size and it also has high cellulose content and therefore the fibres do
not need to be chemically pre-treated before the production of cellulose nano-
fibres”.

Mehdi Joonobi, postdoc and Professor Kristiina Oksman at the Department
of Engineering Sciences and Mathematics at LTU, who carried out the research,
which is part of the Bio4Energy project, conclude that the outcome of the re-use of
this sludge, can be, for example, create cheaper and more environmentally-friendly
milk cartons and other paper and packaging products.

13. Developments in Healthcare Packaging

| seldom write about medical and pharmaceutical packaging. The reason is
simple. In my some 45 years of experience in the packaging field, | have been
mainly engaged in packaging technology for food packaging and only sporadically
and intermediately in non-food applications. Furthermore, and | know a lot of my
readers will disagree, | find food packaging much more fascinating and its
solutions more complicated, than non-food packaging. Of course pharmaceutical,
medical and cosmetic packaging are also very demanding, but their demands arise
from rules and regulations, counterfeiting and the like and less from the product
requirements.

In the March issue of Packaging World | read an interview of Jim Butschli,
Features Editor with Richard Adams, head of Pack Graphic Design at
GlaxoSmithKline in Raleigh-Durham, NC/USA. One of the questions struck me:
“What are you looking for from packaging suppliers? Do you rely on suppliers
more today than in years past?”

Richard Adams answered: “In a word, innovation — innovative materials
and packaging solutions to meet the diversification efforts within our company.
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The variety of products and requirements of those products coupled with market
regulatory constraints forces pharmaceutical packaging to be more creative in a
rapidly evolving space. We rely on suppliers bringing more value to the table. We
simply do not have the time or resources to understand what is available and new”.

So let me help him a bit to accommodate that answer and highlight some
interesting developments in pharmaceutical packaging here. We start with
“Talking packaging is the future”.

14. 5 reasons to stop
using QR codes

Ever since QR codes
became a ‘thing,” we’ve seen
them on plenty of packaging
materials. But are they really
such a great marketing tool?
It’s been several years now
since the first QR code
popped up, so what’s the
verdict? Will we continue to
see QR codes on packaging?
We don’t think so, and here
are 5 reasons why:

1. Where’s the App?

The whole idea of QR codes is that you scan them with a scanner app on
your smartphone, and then the app directs you to the URL embedded within the
code. But there’s one problem: scanner apps don’t come pre-installed on your
smartphone and most consumers just never bother downloading one.

2. They basically lead to nowhere...

Sometimes—well, more often than not...— the websites to which
consumers are directed via the QR code simply aren’t easy to use on a smartphone.
Seriously!

3. “So how do you scan this thing?”

Apparently, only 15 percent of smartphone users know how to use a QR
code scanner. 15 percent! And who’s to say that these people are even
actively using one?

4. Too much useless information

Let’s face it: consumers simply don’t have much of a reason to use QR
codes. The websites they are directed to are usually uninteresting and don’t offer
valuable information. And why would someone who wants to know more about a
product waste their time scanning a QR code that simply redirects to the
company’s website?

5. They re just ugly

QR codes simply aren’t pretty to look at. They are less subtle than classic
barcodes and they just don’t blend well with most packaging designs. Packaging
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designers really have to design their packages around the QR code, rather than
being able to integrate the QR code into the design they have in mind.

15. Will Johnnie Walker’s smart bottle change beverage packaging for
good?

Smart packaging isn’t new. However, Diageo’s electronically tagged bottle
for Johnnie Walker Blue Label whiskey is having an impact on beverage
packaging. Not only does the chip enhanced bottle enrich consumers’ experience,
it also provides supply chain tracking. A prototype of the technological marvel
using ‘near field communication’ (NFC) was presented at the Mobile World
Congress in Barcelona.

Smart packaging to take QR codes one step further

There used to be a time when packaging designers believed QR codes were
to change the packaging world for good. As it turns out, however, consumers are
not willing to pick up their smartphone and scan the code just to get some extra
information about a product. It’s simply too much of a hassle. Smart packaging is
set to take QR codes to the next level.

The smart bottle offers consumers a richer experience ...

The electronically tagged bottle for Johnnie Walker Blue Label whiskey
enables consumers to
simply tap their phone
to the bottle’s back
label to access product
and brand information
— no scanning
necessary! Cocktail
recipes,  promotional
offers and exclusive
content can all be
accessed via the tag by
simply holding the
smartphone near the
bottle.

... and creates a more transparent supply chain

But what makes the smart bottle really shine, is that it promises to streamline
and bring more transparency to the supply chain. Each of the NFC tags is encoded
with an identifier that cannot be copied or modified. Additionally, members of the
supply chain can check the tag on any bottle with their smartphone and determine
whether its seal has been broken, which may indicate tampering.

Diageo stresses that their smart bottle is still a prototype and not a
commercial product as of yet. The team is still exploring concepts and possibilities
that will enhance the consumer’s experience. The possibilities, however, seem
endless.
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16. Digital & consumer packaging come together over a Nespresso

Nestlé’s global head of digital and social media, Pete Blackshaw, recently
published his Digital Year in Review. His mission? Smoothly connecting physical
products with digital experiences. His point of view is an intriguing one, which
should make all of us in packaging lean in, listen closely, and ask ourselves: what
role does consumer packaging play in our digital lifestyles?

It’s all about giving and giving

Digital content is not a zero-sum game of give and take. As a content
generator for various platforms himself, Blackshaw emphasizes the importance of
paying it forward. As packaging is the mother of all content for consumer products,
it should always give consumers:

e assurance that the product is safe (best before dates),

e accurate information about what’s in the product (ingredients and nutrition
facts),

e and an expectation of what kind of experience they are about to have
(imagery, color, texture).

And packaging gives back to marketing: the effort that goes into composing
and quality-checking packaging can be re-used for online retail channels in the
form of content assets, symbols, ingredients, romance copy and even pack shots,
adding to a consistent brand experience.

Digital & consumer packaging: a love-hate relationship

Blackshaw also points out the consumer’s love-hate relationship with
technology. Our urge to be connected at all times continually alternates with a
longing to unplug from the digital world. On the one hand, packaging should create
an offline brand experience, inviting consumers to spend more attention on tactile
moments and appreciate the unique craft of physical objects. On the other hand, the
codes and images on packaging should also provide an easy gateway to digital
brand experiences, giving consumers the option to plug back in easily.

Consumers just want to have fun

Blackshaw feels technology has been intimidating and functional for too
long, mentioning the fun and ease of using Alexa compared to Siri. When
technology is fun and simple, Blackshaw says, it becomes a diversion you can
enjoy with your family. It’s the same with packaging design: packaging that is only
functional is not selling the brand. Packaging must be both fun to look at and fun
to use. The recently launched Tostitos bag that will call Uber for you is a great
example of this. Also, people tend to interact with and consume packaged goods
during the prime of their lives, and so we believe we can expect packaging to take
a cue from digital and provide more entertainment in the package experience.

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17. Bin packing problem

In the bin packing problem, objects of different volumes must be packed into
a finite number of bins or containers each of volume V in a way that minimizes the
number of bins used. In computational complexity theory, it is a combinatorial NP-
hard problem. The decision problem (deciding if objects will fit into a specified
number of bins) is NP-complete.

There are many variations of this problem, such as 2D packing, linear
packing, packing by weight, packing by cost, and so on. They have many
applications, such as filling up containers, loading trucks with weight capacity
constraints, creating file backups in media and technology mapping in Field-
programmable gate array semiconductor chip design.

The bin packing problem can also be seen as a special case of the cutting
stock problem. When the number of bins is restricted to 1 and each item is
characterised by both a volume and a value, the problem of maximising the value
of items that can fit in the bin is known as the knapsack problem.

Despite the fact that the bin packing problem has an NP-hard computational
complexity, optimal solutions to very large instances of the problem can be
produced with sophisticated algorithms. In addition, many heuristics have been
developed: for example, the first fit algorithm provides a fast but often non-optimal
solution, involving placing each item into the first bin in which it will fit. It
requires ®(n log n) time, where n is the number of elements to be packed.

The algorithm can be made much more effective by first sorting the list of
elements into decreasing order (sometimes known as the first-fit decreasing
algorithm), although this still does not guarantee an optimal solution, and for
longer lists may increase the running time of the algorithm. It is known, however,
that there always exists at least one ordering of items that allows first-fit to produce
an optimal solution.

A variant of bin packing that occurs in practice is when items can share
space when packed into a bin. Specifically, a set of items could occupy less space
when packed together than the sum of their individual sizes. This variant is known
as VM packing since when virtual machines (VMs) are packed in a server, their
totalmemory requirement could decrease due to pages shared by the VMs that need
only be stored once. If items can share space in arbitrary ways, the bin packing
problem is hard to even approximate.

However, if the space sharing fits into a hierarchy, as is the case with
memory sharing in virtual machines, the bin packing problem can be efficiently
approximated. Another variant of bin packing of interest in practice is the so-
called online bin packing. Here the objects of different volume are supposed to
arrive sequentially and the decision maker has to decide whether to select and pack
the currently observed item, or else to let it pass. Each decision is without recall.

The Talking Packaging
More than 3,400,000,000
people worldwide own a
smartphone. By 2021, that
figure is expected to double. It
IS no wonder, then, that there is
a revolution going on in the
world of interactive
packaging, with more and
more brands and packaging
designers establishing a
connection between packaging
and the consumer and the
consumer via the Internet of
Things. Slowly but surely, the days of user-unfriendly QR codes and uninspiring
content are coming to an end. Instead, packaging designers are placing their bets
on second-generation QR codes and near-field communication.

The Talking Packaging

The global healthcare packaging market is a complex market. And a large
one, as Visiongain calculates that the global healthcare packaging market will
reach USD 93.9bn in 2012. The varied factors affecting the drug demand and
consumption as well the development of medical practices determine the
packaging, as the manufacturer is constantly challenged with evolving trends such
as the increased use of disposable medical products, ageing population, influence
of regulations, child-resistant/senior-friendly and tamper-evident packaging.

It is one of the packaging sectors that need to supply more information to the
consumer than any other. And above all to the “handicapped”, don’t get me wrong
on this word, as | mean the consumer, who is in one way or another physically or
mentally handicapped to use all his functions 100%. And let’s be honest reading a
Patient Information Leaflet (PIL) with instructions can cause a headache.
Electronic packaging addresses the fact that one third of us have difficulty reading
instructions in ever smaller print.

The answer might be found in the talking packaging. There are two
developments in talking packaging at this moment (as far as | know). The
“TalkPack” from Wipak Walsrode GmbH in Germany, a system, which can be
invisibly integrated into any printed image on any packaging material, but needs a
special scanning pen and the result of a recent development by VTT Technical
Research Centre of Finland using tags with NFC (Near Field Communication)
based technology connected to NFC-enabled mobile phones to download text,
audio or web page product information, which can be played back on their handset.

With the TalkPack special codes store information of all kinds and can be
invisibly integrated into any printed image. A scanning pen can render speech,
music or sounds audible and thus the consumer can obtain information on the
manufacturer, brand, shelf-life or other information.
