Assessment of the level of competencies in the interdisciplinary integration

Universal interdisciplinary and professional competences are developed in
the process of mastering disciplines planned in the curriculum. Therefore,
competences should be clearly indicated in the curriculum of each discipline and
closely connected with assimilated knowledge, abilities and acquired skills.

Assessment of the universal interdisciplinary and professional competences
level of students in the period of studying them at the University is a
complicated task. On the one hand we can assess students’ ability to put
personal qualities, knowledge and skills into a professional activity only at
practical lessons and in the period of industrial or economic training work, and
more objectively at work. On the other hand we should know how to measure
universal interdisciplinary and professional competences of students.

There can be two approaches to the assessment of universal interdisciplinary
and professional competences at the university. The first approach offers the
following tools of assessment of the level of competences and knowledge: an
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
