The United Nations World Tourism Organization is confident that tourism can be used effectively in the fight
against poverty. The ST-EP program (Sustainable Tourism - Poverty Eradication) includes the long-term work of
both organizations in promoting sustainable tourism to eradicate poverty. This program was introduced in 2003.

The importance of tourism in the world is constantly growing. This is due to the increased influence of tour-
ism on the economy of a particular country. In the economy of a particular country, international tourism per-
forms several important functions:

1. International tourism is a source of foreign exchange earnings for the country and a means to ensure em-
ployment.

2. International tourism expands the country's balance of payments and GNP (Domestic National Product)
contributions.

First of all, this is due to the different levels of socio-
economic development of countries and regions. The greatest development of international tourism received in
Western European countries. This region accounts for more than 70% of the global tourist market and about 60%
of foreign exchange earnings. Approximately 20% are from America, less than 10% from Asia, Africa and Aus-
tralia. This development of international tourist relations led to the creation of numerous international organiza-
tions that contributed to the improvement of the work of this area of international trade. Many highly developed
countries in the West have built a large share of their wealth from tourism income. These are countries such as
Switzerland, Austria, France. International tourism has become an important source of foreign exchange earn-
ings for many developed and developing countries. For example, the share of income from foreign tourism in the
total amount of income from the export of goods and services is: in Spain - 18.3%, Austria - 11.8%, Greece -
33.6%, Portugal - 14.9% , in Cyprus - 53%. In most developing countries, foreign tourism accounts for 10-15%
of revenues from the export of goods and services (India, Egypt, Peru, Paraguay, Costa Rica).

The development of tourism stimulates such important sectors of the economy as transport,
communications, trade, construction, agriculture, and the production of consumer goods.The growing im-
portance of tourism in the economic development of a large number of countries confirms the assumption that
the share of revenues from international tourism in the coming decade will grow.
