Thirdly, in classroom routine of Business English quotes and epigraphs provide an escape into meaningful language,
create excitement when students learn to read between lines, easily catch implications and distinguish between literal and
figurative language. Students readily respond to intellectual challenge presented by a brainy quote and take part in
interpreting it. For example, in topic Entertainment (Market Leader Pre Intermediate, 3d edition, Unit 6) students can
interpret the following quotes: “If television's a babysitter, the Internet is a drunk librarian who won't shut up.”(Dorothy
Gambrell), “There is free cheese only in the mouse trap.”, “Entertainment for entertainment’s sake is the most expensive
form of death...” (Pearl Mary Teresa Craigie). Quotes may be used for teaching grammar. Short sentences that can help
illustrate grammar tenses, word order, degrees of comparison etc. For example, “Sixteen. Sees and laughs. Sleeps and
eats. Aches and cries. Babbles, thinks, loves and hates, stretches, lives and hopefully waits.” (Carolyn Cahalan, 2011).
Do not forget to ask their opinions on the rightness of this description. There are a few sites, which can come handy in
search  for  the right  quote: Brainy  Quote  (https://www.brainyquote.com/)  and Pinterest
(https://www.pinterest.com/) present a large variety of popular quotes, which one can find by keyword and
author.  Wikiquote  (https://en.wikiquote.org/wiki/Main_Page) provides a quote of the day.
Quotacle(https://www.producthunt.com/posts/quotacle) enables students to search thousands of lines from their favourite
films and plenty of others.

Conclusion. Have you ever asked your students to add an epigraph or quotes to their essay or power point
presentation? Whatever it takes to involve students into learning it should be done. According to the data collected by
Adobe Education in 2017, Gen Z students learn best by developing new visions, ideas, approaches. Which is crucial, as
creativity will play a big role in Gen Zers’ future success and solving today’s challenges.
